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Relationship between Self-confidence and Each of Mental and
academic Giftedness Students in High School
(Comparative, Descriptive Study for some Demographic Variables)
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ABSTRACT

The aim behind the study is to investigate the kind and the
direction of the relationship between self-confidence and each of the
mental and academic giftedness. The study also aims at recognizing
the differences in self-confidence based on some demographic
variables that may affect on self-confidence.

In his study, the researcher used self-confidence measurement
(prepared by AlAnzi Furaih) to measure students’ self-confidence
level. The study was performed on 824 male and female students. Of
the sample, 100 hundred students were academically gifted and 68
students were mentally gifted. The study came out with the following
results:

e There is a positive relationship between the self-confidence

and each of the mental giftedness and academic giftedness.
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e The mentally gifted students were statistically higher in self-
confidence than the academically gifted students.

e There were not statistically significant differences in self-
confidence between male and female students.

e The students in the scientific section were statistically higher
in self-confidence than the students in the literary section.

e The students who were in their early and middle adolescence
stage were statistically higher in self-confidence than the

students who were in their late adolescence stage.
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
